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MADAM OINK #3 “"THE TUNNEL OF LOVE"

INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Clear the main stage of the old set. Staple the mirrored backdrop

(4 pieces) to the header across the back of the stage. Start with
one of the 3 large panels on the stage right side and workX across,
carefully matching the seams. Next, attach the valance to the
valance header (or T-bar ceiling, for stages without valance headers)
using the wraps. Move the swans panel center stage, behind the
characters. Attach one T-bracket to the back center of each large
heart shape and then attach the 45" 2 x 2 center support between them.

Position the swans 1'6" forward of the back wall, diresctly under
the valance.

Move the center water panel center stage, behind the characters.
Attach the 2-74" water supports to the bottom back of the panels.
Position the panels directly behind the character, as far forward
as possible,

Move the Munch water and Pasgually water behind the characters and
attach one 30" water support to each. Position them even with the
center water so that the water panels make a consistent line from
Munch, thru the center, to Pasgually.

Using the 2 mini-light strings, push a single lamp thru each of
the 2 sets of 50 holes outlining the hearts in the swan panels.
Each string has 50 lights. Connect the stage left string to the
AC outlet controlled by LCl of the AC switcher located behind
Pasgqually. (If you've had the Harmony Howlette show, this is your
existing mini-light string line.) This relay line is controlled
by terminals 3 & 4 on Pasgually's solenoid board. Note that the
24V control line must be attached to the even numbered terminal
(number 4 in this case) only. Then attach the stage right string
to the AC outlet controlled by LC2 of the AC switcher. This relay
line is controlled by terminals 5 and 6 on Pasgqually's solenoild Doard.
Again, the 24V control line must be attached to terminal number 6,
the even numbered terminal.

Finally, remove the glass filter from the center light of the
5 light bar above the center stage and replace it with the red
filter supplied.

LIGHT POCUS

The center lights on the 5 light bar should be aimed to evenly
illuminate the valance. The outside light on each end should be
aimed directly at each piggy on the valance.

The back wall lights should be aimed slightly away from the back
wall at the back of the swan valance. This will increase the
reflectance off the mirrored surface. Use Dr. Duck's Diagnostic
to turn on the lights for focusing.
