Taking the mystery out of CCTV lens selection
By Aaron Chesler

Determining all the necessary parameters for CCTV lens
selection, including focal length, field of view and tube size,
may seem difficult at first, but it doesn't need to be. This
month’s column is intended to teach the basics of lens
operation and lens selection. Its goal is to take the mystery
out of CCTV lens selection.

The purpose of the CCTV lens is to focus the reflected
light from a scene onto the camera’s light sensing element.
(See Figure 1.) This light sensing element, either a tube or
solid-state device, converts this reflected light into electrical
energy, which is then converted into a TV picture.

The lens works by refraction or the bending of light
beams. Refraction occurs because light travels slower in the
denser glass medium. When light strikes a glass plate at
right angles, it is slowed when traveling through the glass,
but emerges on its original path as shown in Figure 2. The

change in velocity is indicated by the crowding of
wavelengths inside the glass.

When the beam strikes at an angle, as shown in Figure 3,
it is bent toward a perpendicular to the glass surface at the
point of entry. The reason is that the wavefronts at the
bottom of the beam begin slowing earlier. Upon exiting the
glass, the wavefront bends away from the normal. In
optical terms, the normal is a line drawn perpendicular to
the surface of the lens.

Figure 4 shows that the lens must be manufactured in
such a way as to refract the waves of reflected light
causing them to focus on the camera's pick-up area.

The characteristics of the lens will determine the
camera's field of view (how much of the total scene

appears in the TV picture), depth of field (the distance
measured from the camera at which objects appear in
focus), and the amount of light, reflected by the scene, that
falls on the light sensing element.

A critical measurement of a lens is its focal length, which
is the distance between the light sensing element and the
center of the lens, and is expressed in millimeters (mm).
The greater the focal length, the larger the image will
appear. Therefore, the greater the focal length, the more
the lens becomes telephoto in application. The change in
focal length affects the camera's horizontal and vertical
field of view.

An important factor to remember is that cameras with
different pick-up tube sizes (such as ¥ inch, %5 inch and
one inch), using the same focal length lens, will each give a
different field of view. (See Table 1.) If a lens designed for a
smaller format pick-up device is placed on a larger one, the
results will be a shaded effect around the picture.

Another determining factor is the lens' f number. This is
the measurement of the ratio between the focal length (the
distance between the camera’s sensing element and the
center of the lens), and the lens’ opening diameter. The
smaller the f number, the larger the opening and the faster
the lens (or the more light the lens will transmit). The f
number determines the amount of reflected light that
reaches the camera's light sensing element.

When choosing a lens for a particular application, you
must first determine the size of the area to be viewed (field
of view). If you want to make a positive identification, for
example, a person's face at a great distance, a telephoto
lens will be required. On the other hand, just to view
general movement at the same distance, a smaller focal
length lens will do the trick. However, for those instances,

where you want a general overview and at the same time
still want to obtain a positive identification, a zoom lens
should be used. The purpose of a zoom lens is to provide
you with a variable focal length, from wide angle to
telephoto.

Once you have determined the size of the area to be
viewed, the next step is to calculate the camera's distance
from the area or object under surveillance. The final factor,
as mentioned earlier, is the size of the camera’s pick-up
device. With these three pieces of information: area or
object size, distance from camera to object, and pick-up
device size, you can now choose your lens.

The sidebar, “Calculating What Lens To Use,” provides
various formulas and examples that will help you to
determine field of view and lens selection. SVC .

Why you need “genlock™
to produce special effects
‘lith two video cameras.

The theory of video special effects is
surprisingly simple!

Take two cameras, for example.
“A” and “B.’ If you want to produce a
special effect, say, putiing the video
from “B” in a little square inside the
video from “A;” you just take the
signal from "A” and, at the appropr-
ate time and place, “cut” a2 little
“hole” in that signal. In that “hole ™
you put the signal from “B" and
that's it. You have just created 2
special effect!

Trouble begins when you are

asked to put this theory into practice.

Video signals, as you probably
know, are formed by an electron

beam traveling along the 525 nes of
your TV screen in 1/30th of 2 second
and forming the patierns of shapes

and colors that our eyes interprst 2=
movement.

To produce a special effect —
basically, cutting an image into
another—both electron beams_ fom
Camera "A” and Camera “B" must

be traveling through exactly the
same place at exactly the same
time. There is no room for error.

Referring to our illustration, the
electron beam from Camera “A" and
the electron beam from Camera “B”
must cover the same distance from

X" 10 "y" in exactly the same time
period “1” to “2”
Any small deviation from that

synchronicity and the effect is off.
The result: complete chaos.

When the three components of a
video signal (“H"” for Horizontal, “V”
for Vertical and “SC" for Color
Subcarrier Frequency) are perfectly,
exactly synchronized, they are said
to be in “GENLOCK."

Figure 3 shows a special effect
resulting from a correctly genlocked
signal: half the final image comes
from Camera “A,” half from “B," yet,
the final line is continuous and
straight.

The ability to genlock-synchronize
W0 cameras is commonplace in the
expensive world of professional
video...but practically unknown in
the more accessible world of
“home” video.

TALKING FLOWERS- MECHANICAL

Each flower should follow these specification:

MOUTH MOVEMENTS (2) - Upper and lower jaw should should

both be animated, although they may be actuated
together as a single movement

LEAVES (3) - Each flower will have three leaves. All
leaves will be tied to a single function.

FLOWER SWAY (1)- Each flower will have a sway function.
When activated, the flower will sway to one side. When
de-activated the flower will return to the other side.

Each flower box will have 3 inputs and a ground reference.

All inputs are active low. When the inputs are not

activated they will be held to a hi level of +24 VDC by our
driving circuitry. The three inputs will be labeled:

MOUTH, LEAVES, and SWAY. Each of the inputs will activate
ALL of the corresponding functions for the flowers in that
box (i.e. by pulling the MOUTH input lo, all six flower
mouths will open).

When a function is activated, (input pulled lo) it will move
to its activated position and stop. The function will not
return to its rest position until the input is de-activated
(input released to hi state). The speed at which a movement
will travel between its extremes must be adjustable. The
following figures are approximate ranges for each of the
three movements (mouth, leaves, sway). They represent the
amount of time the movement will take to travel from one
extreme to the other.

MIN MAX
MOUTH - .05 sec. .> sec.
LEAVES - .2 sec. 2 sec.
SWAY - 1l sec. 5 sec.

These values are not absolute minimum and maximum valves but
the speeds we will use will be within these ranges.

The actual distance of travel for each movement will be at

your discretion as the movements on the first prototype were
very acceptable.

Two flower boxes consisting of 6 flowers each. The flowers

should be arranged as shown in the diagram on the following
page.

The Talking Flowers will be concentrated at the outer
thirds of the box -- 3 on each side.

They will be graduated ‘in heights, with the tallest
being in the center of each group of three, and being
approximately 12" tall.

This will create an obvious "scooped" effect in the

center of the box, which is intentional and will serve
to frame the animated character behind it.

The auxiliary and stationary flowers will completely

cover and fill in the base around the Talking Flowers,
almost in a solid mound fashion. Use lots of greens

with flowers interspersed. The desired effect it to be

lush and overflowing from the box.

COLOR:

The Talking Flowers themselves will be a vibrant red or
red-orange color.

The two petals which fall directly behind their eyes

will be airbrushed in a lighter shade, such as a cream
or coral, which fades back on out into the red around

the edges of the petals, the intent being to accentuate
the eyes.

Will my piano play Q-R-S Rolls?

No one is quite sure when the player piano was
invented or just who invented it. But we do know
that for over eighty-five years, player pianos and
Q-R-S Player Rolls have entertained, mystified, and
delighted people of all ages.

Early player pianos used a special 65-note roll
with perforations spaced six to the horizontal inch,
Q-R-5 has not issued this type of roll in nearly 60
years! The name *“Pianola™ was once a trade-mark
name for a specific brand of these early machines
and their 88-note successors, but the term has be-
come a generic one, applied to all player pianos.

The B8-note player as we know it today was de-
veloped by Q-R-S founder Melville Clark in 1901.
It was accepted as the national standard in 1908,
and all players made since that time will play Q-R-S
Player Rolls. Our perforations are spaced nine to
the horizontal inch.

Kimball players made in recent vears cannot
play rolls on large spools. The catalog numbers of
these rolls are underlined in this catalog. You can
divide these rolls into two shorter rolls with sup-
plies found in the Roll Repair Kit listed under Pro-
fessional Roll Repair Parts in this catalog.

What is a reproducing piano?

Several brands of very sophisticated mechanical
pianos were sold in the 1920’s and 30’s. They were
called “reproducing pianos”, because they could
reproduce the playing of a human pianist with a-
mazing fidelity. The leading brands in the U.S. were
Ampico, Welte, and Duo-Art (not to be confused
with Duo/Art players made since the 1950%.) All
three brands of reproducing piano play Q-R-S rolls
in addition to their own specially-coded rolls. Send
a self-addressed, stamped envelope for a complete
listing of Q-R-S reissues of rare Ampico and Duo-Art
rolls. Test rolls and service manuals are listed in
the Accessory category of this catalog.

What is an expression piano?

Somewhere between the straight-forward player
piano and the complex reproducing piano comes
the “expression piano™, of which the Recordo is
the most frequently encountered today. Pianos
installed with the Recordo expression system can
be identified by the five slotted holes at each end
of the tracker bar. These pianos, dating mostly
from the 1920s, play Q-R-S Rolls in addition to
their own special Recordo rolls. Send a self-ad-

dressed, stamped envelope for a complete listing
of original Recordo rolls.

Is there a right way to play rolls?

First, see that the music roll is loosely wound on
the spool. Then hold it in the hand with the SLOT-
TED end down. Let the roll drop lightly two or
three times against a hard surface, thus throwing

the entire music sheet against the right flange of
the spool. The roll is now ready to play. DO NOT
TIGHTEN ROLL!

On your player piano, the brass bar with a row
of holes is called the *“tracker bar™, A roll will play
properly only if the holes in the roll align with the
holesin the tracker bar. This processis called *“track-
ing”, Most players are equipped with an automatic
tracker to .assure that rolls track properly. Older
players which lack automatic trackers must be ad-
justed manually during play.

One type of automatic tracker uses “feelers” that
ride along the roll's edges during play. The other
type uses small air holes at the extreme ends of the
tracker bar. Both types will malfunction if the roll
edges are torn. The air-hole type can become clog-
ged with dust and fail to track. Use a Tracker Bar
Pump to draw dust out of any clogged air holes.
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How can I repair old rolls?

Favorite old rolls sometimes tear along the edge.
They can be easily repaired with Scotch Magic Trans-
parent Tape. Important: Place the tape on both
the right and left edge, even if only one is torn.
This will create an even build-up on the spools and
equalize tension on the paper as it passes over the
tracker bar. Always place tape on the surface of
the roll which faces you when playing—never on
the back. Do not use masking tape, plastic tape,
etc., as these will ruin the roll

The skeleton of the piano roll is called the “spogl..
assembly”. It consists of a cardboard tube and t‘:’*"
plastic flanges. The right-hand flange has a slot
it and is called the “drve” flange. The one on the
Ieft has no slot and is called the “idler” flange.

Replacement parts for all of the above, as well
as spare roll boxes, are listed under “Professional
Roll Repair Parts™ in this catalog.

What kind of paper do you use?

The paper now used in Q-R-S rolls is the best
we've ever had in all our years in business. It is
strong; it tracks very well; Iyrics look sharp; and it
perforates cleanly. Best of all, its thinness makes it
possible to spool longer rolls than ever before! We

love the good old days; but some things are much
better in the present.

WARNING: After plaving, these rolls will rewind automatically only on the
corresponding brand of reproducing piano. They may rewind prematurely on other players unless the tracker bar holes

are taped over.
